There are two versions of our new logo.
· a long version which appears on a single line 

· and a stacked version spread over 4 lines
Feel free to resize the logos as necessary and then save them as gifs to put on your site. Saving the logo as a gif means it will not appear pixelated on your site as jpegs sometimes do.
 

We would prefer the long logo to be used across the top of your pages if possible. The long logo on the main Parkinson's UK site is 908 x 79 pixels but your website may not be as wide as this. Please don't go any bigger than this.
 

If there is not enough room at the top of your site then the stacked version can be used. The stacked version should be no smaller than 150 x 74 pixels.
 

Our strapline (Change attitudes. Find a cure. Join us.) appears in our logo together with our name. Please don't crop out our strapline, it needs to appear together with our name. 

Please don’t try to create your own version of the logo either.

The font needs to be Arial.
  
Colours
 

The hex colour values used on the main site are as follows:

         Brand cyan: #00aeef

         Dark cyan (used in hyperlinks): #02678e

         Pale grey: #eaeaea

         Grey: #c4c4c4

         Dark grey: #666666

         Nearly black #333333

         Black #000000

         White #ffffff
 

Please use our brand cyan sparingly, if it is used too much then it loses its impact. White text on a cyan background is not accessible i.e. not readable. Only black text should be used on cyan, although we would advise against using cyan as a background colour. White is the ideal background colour to use with black or nearly black text. 
If another background colour is needed then grey can be used. Keep cyan restricted to subheadings i.e. heading 2s. The dark cyan colour should only be used for links.
 
Writing style

The writing style on your site should adhere to our Parkinson's UK brand guidelines. You can request a copy by emailing brand@parkinsons.org.uk but the main changes are:

· Remove the word disease in any references to Parkinson’s disease – use Parkinson’s only.

· Remove any references to Parkinson’s Disease Society, PDS, the Society, Society-funded, etc. 
Don’t do a straight swap from the name Parkinson’s Disease Society to Parkinson’s UK. Use words such as we, us, our and you – moving away from the formal third person approach. For example, use “We help people affected by Parkinson’s…”, not “Parkinson’s UK helps people affected by Parkinson’s…”  This applies across the main site. Exceptions being: old news stories, which are dated and therefore a snapshot of a particular time. Some downloadable documents will also stay branded as Parkinson’s Disease Society until new versions are produced (e.g. information sheets).
Photography

If there are photos of people wearing pink t-shirts etc on your site, these can be gradually changed over to people wearing our new blue/white t-shirts when they become available.

Our charity number should appear somewhere on your site – preferably in the footer
